PERSONAL ACCIDENT AND INTERNATIONAL
EMERGENCY MEDICAL ASSISTANCE INSURANCE  POLICY WORDING

Preamble

Where the Insured has made to FORTE Insurance (Cambodia) Plc. (hereinafter called the “Insurer”) a written proposal and
declaration which together with all statements made in writing including renewal declarations by the Insured shall be the
basis of this contract and be considered as incorporated herein.

In consideration of:
1) the payment of the Premium as stipulated in section V. Premium Payment, and

2) the due observance and fulfilment of the terms and conditions of this Policy or of any renewal thereof insofar as they
relate to anything to be done or complied with by the Insured, and

subject to the terms, conditions, exclusions and memoranda contained herein or endorsed hereon, if any of the Insured
Events referred to in section IV. Schedule of Benefits shall happen the Insurer will pay the benefit of the Insured Event to
the beneficiary as stated in section VIII. Beneficiary/Claimant.

I DEFINITION

Accident means sudden, unforeseen and involuntary event caused by external, visible and
violent means (excluding any sickness, disease or medical disorder).

Assistance Services means the medical assistance services organized through the digital medical
assistance platform to be facilitated by Assistance Partner: SAFETYNET INSURANCE
SERVICES PTE. LTD and EUROP ASSISTANCE.

Death means accidental death arising directly or indirectly by Accident.

Dependant(s) whether in singular or plural means the following:-

- A Primary Insured’s legal spouse aged between sixteen (16) year-old and sixty-
five (65) year-old next birthday, who is not an Primary Insured of the Policy.

- A Primary Insured’s unmarried children aged between fourteen (14) days and
nineteen (19) year-old next birthday, who are not gainfully employed as a full-time
employee; or twenty-five (25) year-old if he is a full-time student in an institution
of higher learning.

If any person defined as a Dependant is also eligible to become a Primary Insured, such
person shall not be eligible as a Dependant. When both husband and wife are Primary
Insured, their children are eligible only as Dependants of the husband or of the wife as
duly specified by the Policyholder.

The Dependants are limited only to the Dependants named in the Policy Schedule.

Injury means bodily injury to the Insured Member, occurring during the Period of Insurance,
caused solely and directly by Accident which is verified and certified by a medical
practitioner.
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Hospital means an establishment duly and legally constituted and registered for inpatient care

and day-care treatment for sick and injured persons, and which

1) has organised facilities for diagnosis, treatment and major surgery;

3) is under the supervision of a physician; and

4) maintains daily records of patients and will make these accessible to the

5) is not primarily a place for custodial care, alcoholics or drug addicts, a nursing,
rest or convalescent home or home for the aged or similar establishment.

Insured means he Policyholder and Insured Members in the Policy Schedule.

Insured Event means any event specifically mentioned as covered under this Policy.

Insured Member whether in singular or plural means Primary Insured and his/her Dependants.

Local Ground means the ambulance which carried patient by land transportation and with the
Ambulance country that Accident happens.

Medical Expenses means Medically Necessary and Reasonable and Customary Charges (after deduction

of any sums recovered or recoverable from all other sources) incurred within one
calendar year of sustaining Injury and paid by the Insured to a legally and qualified
medical practitioner, dentist, registered nurse, hospital, medical, surgical, X-ray, CT
Scan, hospital or nursing treatment whether inpatient or outpatient, including the costs
of Prescribed Medical Supplies, but excluding the cost of dental treatment unless such
treatment is for injury to sound and natural teeth.

Medically Necessary means any treatment, tests, medication or stay in Hospital or part of a stay in Hospital

which

- is required for the medical management of the iliness or Injury suffered by the
Insured Member;

- must not exceed the level of care necessary to provide safe, adequate and
appropriate medical care in scope, duration, or intensity;

- must have been prescribed by a medical practitioner;

- must conform to the professional standards widely accepted in international
medical practice or by the medical community in Kingdom of Cambodia.

Period of Insurance means the period specified in the Policy Schedule and any subsequent period for
which the Insured shall have paid and the Insurer shall have accepted a Renewal
Premium.

Permanent means the bodily injury that results in total, irrecoverable, absolute and continuous

Disablement loss of or impairment of a body part or sensory organ specified under the Schedule of
Disabilities.

Permanent Total means disablement which entirely prevents an Insured Member from attending to any

Disablement Business or Occupation of any and every kind and which lasts 12 months and at the

expiry of that period is beyond hope of improvement at the end of that period.

Prescribed Medical means the non-durable disposable health care materials ordered or prescribed by a

Supplies medical practitioner, which is primarily and customarily used to serve a medical
purpose and includes ostomy supplies, catheters, oxygen, and diabetic supplies. They
cannot be used by an individual in the absence of illness or injury or repeatedly by
different individuals.

Prescribed Medical Supplies under this Policy does not cover durable medical
equipment, including but not limited to, wheelchairs, orthopedic shoes, crutches,
prosthetic appliances or equipment, glasses, control lenses.

Primary Insured whether in singular or plural means the person(s) named as Primary Insured in the
Insured Name List in the Policy Schedule.
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Policy means this agreement, Policy Wording, Policy Schedule, Certificate of Insurance,
Endorsements, Memoranda, any attachments therein, any amendments thereto signed
by the Insurer, and Proposal Forms, Application Forms, Health Questionnaires, and
any attachment attached hereto of the Policyholder and Insured Members, which
together constitute the entire contract between the parties.

Policyholder means the persons(s) or entity named in the Policy Schedule who executed the Policy
and is (are) responsible for payment of premium(s).

Policy Schedule means the Policy Schedule or Certificate of Insurance attached to and forming part of
the Policy.
Professional Sports means a sport which would remunerate a player in excess of 50% of his/her annual

income as a means of their livelihood.

Reasonable and means the charges for the services or supplies, which are the standard charge for the

Customary Charges specific provider and consistent with the prevailing charges in the geographical area
for identical or similar services, taking into account the nature of the illness/injury
involved.

Sum Insured means the amount stated in the Schedule for the Insured Member which represents

Insurer’s maximum, total and cumulative liability for any and all claims during the
Policy Period in respect of that Insured Member.

5. Emergency Medical Insurer will cover the costs of “Emergency Medical Evacuation due to
Evacuation due to Accident” if:
Accident e Insured Member is, or need to be, admitted as an Emergency Inpatient,
and

e Insurer’s appointed doctor and the attending doctor believe Insured
Member’s current or nearest medical facilities are not able to provide the
treatment Insured Member needs.

Insurer will not cover the cost of evacuating Insured Member if Insured
Member decides to travel elsewhere for treatment and Insurer believe the
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nearest medical facilities are adequate for Insured Member’s treatment. This
includes if Insured Member decides he/she wants to travel back to the
country where he/she normally live for his/her treatment.

If the appointed doctor decides that the facilities are not adequate to treat

Insured Member, Insurer will cover the reasonable costs of either:

e evacuating Insured Member to a suitable medical facility for treatment
in the country Insured Member is in; or

e evacuating Insured Member to a suitable medical facility in a different
country for treatment.

Insurer will cover these costs so long as Insurer have agreed the method of
transport to be used, and date and time of Insured Member’s evacuation
before it takes place. Insurer will also cover the cost of any necessary
treatment given to Insured Member by Insurer’s chosen evacuation agency
while they are moving Insured Member.

The benefit is payable up to the Limit as stated in “Emergency Medical
Evacuation due to Accident” of the Policy Schedule attached hereto.

6. Emergency Medical Insurer will cover the costs of “Emergency Medical Repatriation due to
Repatriation due to Accident” of Insured Member if Insurer have agreed to cover Insured
Accident Member’s “Emergency Medical Evacuation due to Accident”.

Insurer will not cover the cost of repatriating Insured Member if Insured
Member decides to travel elsewhere for treatment and Insurer believe the
nearest medical facilities are adequate for Insured Member’s treatment. This
includes if Insured Member decides he/she wants to travel back to the
country where he/she normally live for his/her treatment.

When Insured Member are discharged from the medical facility Insured
Member were evacuated to, Insurer will cover the costs of repatriating
Insured Member to one of the following:

e the place or country where Insured Member normally live

e acountry that Insured Member hold a passport for.

Insurer will cover these costs so long as Insurer have agreed the method of
transport to be used, and date and time of Insured Member’s repatriation
before it takes place. Insurer will also cover the cost of any necessary
treatment given to Insured Member by Insurer’s chosen evacuation agency
while they are moving Insured Member.

The benefit is payable up to the Limit as stated in “Emergency Medical
Repatriation due to Accident” of the Policy Schedule attached hereto.

7. Repatriation of Mortal If Insured Member dies outside a country that Insured Member hold a
remains due to Accident passport for, Insurer will cover the cost of transporting the body back to a
port or airport in
e the country where Insured Member normally live, or
e acountry Insured Member hold a passport for.

Upon specific request of the personal representative of the deceased Insured
Member, and subject to any governmental regulations, Insurer will arrange
for local burial in the incident country. Insurer shall be responsible for bearing
any costs and all related expenses for the provision of such a service.

The relevant exclusions for “Emergency Medical Evacuation due to
Accident” and “Emergency Medical Repatriation due to Accident” also
apply to repatriation following death.

The benefit is payable up to the Limit as stated in “Repatriation of Mortal
remains due to Accident” of the Policy Schedule attached hereto.
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Extended coverage and additional conditions:

Accompany Person If the Insured Member who needs to be evacuated or repatriated is under
eighteen (18), Insurer will cover the additional reasonable and necessary
transport and accommodation costs for someone, aged eighteen (18) or over,
to accompany Insured Member on their journey.

If the Insured Member who needs to be evacuated or repatriated is eighteen
(18) or over, Insurer may agree to cover these costs if Insurer believe it is
medically appropriate.

Once Insured Member reaches evacuation destination, Insurer will not cover
the accompanying person’s further costs.

Unused Travel Ticket Any unused portion of the travel tickets belonging to Insured Member or
anyone that Insurer evacuate with Insured Member will immediately become
Insurer’s property. Insured Member must give the tickets to Insurer.

V. PREMIUM PAYMENT

Unless otherwise specified, the Insured Member shall pay premium upon entering into the insurance contract.

vi. EXCLUSIONS

Insured Member are not covered for “Emergency Medical Evacuation due to Accident”, “Emergency Medical
Repatriation due to Accident” or “Repatriation of Mortal Remains due to Accident” if any of the following apply:

e the medical condition does not need immediate Emergency Inpatient treatment.

e the medical condition does not prevent Insured Member from travelling or working.

e the medical condition is directly or indirectly caused by a deliberately self-inflicted injury, suicide or an attempt
at suicide.

e the medical condition is in any way connected with alcohol abuse, drug abuse or substance abuse.

¢ the medical condition is a result of engaging in or training for any sport for which Insured Member receive a
salary or monetary reimbursement, including grants or sponsorship (unless Insured Member only receive travel
costs) .

e the medical condition is a result of base jumping, cliff diving, flying in an unlicensed aircraft or as a learner,
martial arts, free climbing, mountaineering with or without ropes, scuba diving to a depth of more than 10 metres,
trekking to a height of over 2,500 metres, bungee jumping, canyoning, hang-gliding, paragliding or microlighting,
parachuting, potholing, skiing off-piste, or any winter sport activities carried out off-piste.

. the evacuation would involve moving Insured Member from a ship, oil rig platform, or similar off-shore location.

e Insurer has not approved the evacuation first.

e Insurer has not been told about the medical condition within 30 days of the condition becoming an Emergency
(unless this was not reasonably possible).

. the medical condition is a result of nuclear, biological or chemical contamination, war (whether declared or not),
act of foreign enemy, invasion, civil war, riot, rebellion, insurrection, revolution, overthrow of a legally constituted
government, explosions of war weapons or any event similar to one of those listed.

e the Emergency occurs when Insured Member are on a leisure trip to a destination to which the UK Foreign or
Commonwealth Office either advises against all travel, or advises against all travel on holiday or non-essential
business.

. Insured Member travel in, to, or through Afghanistan, Cuba, Democratic Republic of Congo, Iran, Iraq, Liberia,
Sudan, or Syria.

e Insured Member decide to travel elsewhere for treatment and Insurer believe the nearest medical facilities are
adequate for Insured Member’s treatment. This includes if Insured Member decide he/she wants to travel back
to the country where he/she normally live for his/her treatment.

¢ medical expenses incurred at the medical facility.

Insurer will not be liable for:

e any failure or delay in providing “Emergency Medical Evacuation due to Accident”, “Emergency Medical
Repatriation due to Accident” or “Repatriation of Mortal Remains due to Accident”.

e injury or death while Insured Member are being moved.

These do not apply if the failure or delay is caused by Insurer negligence or the negligence of someone Insurer have
appointed to act for us.
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vii. GEOGRAPHICAL LIMIT
The geographical limit of this Policy is Worldwide unless differently stated or amended in the Policy Schedule,
Certificate of Insurance, Endorsement, Cover Note or Renewal.
vill. BENEFICIARY/CLAIMANT
The beneficiary of this Policy shall be the medical facility that Insurer appointed through Assistant Partner to
provide services.
IX. ENDORSEMENT
The Insured and the Insurer may amend the contents of the Policy subject to mutual agreement.
Should there be any amendments to the insurance contract, the Insurer shall endorse the original Policy or any other
insurance certificates, or issue an endorsement slip attached to the Policy, or conclude a written agreement of
amendment with the Insured.
The Insured shall give the Insurer timely notice of any change of his/her residence or mail address. If the Insured fails
to notify the Insurer, any related notification sent by the Insurer as per the final residence or mail address specified in
the Policy shall be deemed as having been delivered to the Insured.
X. RENEWAL
Before renewing this Policy, the Insured shall give written notice to the Insurer of any material fact affecting this
insurance which has come to the Insured’s notice during the preceding period of insurance, including notice of any
disease, physical or mental defect or infirmity affecting the Insured Member.
Xl.  CANCELLATION
The Insured may notify the Insurer in writing to cancel the Policy after the establishment of the Policy. Where the
Insured requests cancellation of the Policy, the effectiveness of Policy shall be canceled upon the Insurer’s reception
of the cancellation application.
In the event there is no claim payable under this Policy and the Policy is cancelled before the expiry of the Policy,
Insurer shall refund ninety percent (90%) of the unearned prorated premium within thirty (30) days after receipt of the
above cancellation application.
If there is any claim payable under the Policy from any Insured Member, there shall be no refund of premium neither
for cancellation nor deletion of Insured Member.
If the premium was refund to the Insured before the notification of any payable claims, the Insured must pay back
such premium to the Insurer.
If the Policy is issued on a short period basis, the short period rates will be charged according to the Period of
Insurance provided under the Policy as follows:

TERMINATION

The Policy shall also be terminated before the expiry of the Policy by the Insurer with written notice to Insured at least
thirty (30) days.

In the event there is no claim payable under this Policy and the Policy is terminated before the expiry of the Policy,
Insurer shall refund ninety percent (90%) of the unearned prorated premium within thirty (30) days after the above
notice.

If there is any claim payable under the Policy from any Insured Member, there shall be no refund of premium.

If the premium was refund to the Insured before the notification of any payable claims, the Insured must pay back
such premium to the Insurer.

CLAIM

If Insured Member are admitted as an Emergency Inpatient and Insured Member or the treating doctor believe that
the local medical facilities are not adequate to treat Insured Member, ask somebody to call emergency number +66-
2-180-5588. Insurer through Assistant Partner will appoint a doctor who will be able to assess the facilities and the
evacuation or repatriation service.

Please refer to the Claim Procedure attached hereto for more detail process, required document, claim payment and
communication.
CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION

All information provided to the Insurer shall be kept as private and confidential and no information shall be released
to third party without the consent from the Insured or the Applicant unless otherwise applicable by law or regulation.

DISPUTE RESOLUTION

Any disputes, with the exception of criminal cases, arising from the execution and performance of the Policy and in
relation to insurance business shall be submitted to Insurance Regulator of Cambodia. If there is no settlement be
reached, the case in dispute shall be submitted to the arbitration or to the Court of Cambodia.

GOVERNING LAW

This insurance contract is governed by the laws of the Kingdom of Cambodia.

OTHER CONDITIONS
1 Fraud

If any claim under this policy shall be in any respect fraudulent or if any fraudulent means or devices shall be
used to obtain the Benefits under this policy the Insurer shall have no liability in respect of such claim.

2) Policy Not Assignable

This Policy is not assignable and the Insurer shall not be affected by notice of any trust charge lien assignment
or other dealing with this Policy.

The receipt of the Insured or of his legal personal representatives shall in all cases be an effectual discharge to
the Insurer.
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
